Riding in the Van

Van space is very limited and not open to students in Grade 4 and below. If your child(ren)
are riding in the van you should have already received a confirmation email from Mrs.
Petschik. If you need a ride to the mountain, use the sign up sheet to see if other parents are
able to transport kids and contact them directly for carpooling options.

A few other important items to remember...

Please note that all elementary students, 4th grade and below, must be accompanied
by a parent or trusted adult at all times during the mountain time (except during
lessons). While this is a school club, there are no chaperones on duty for watching your
children. Mrs. Petschik is the only school personnel that will be on-site and will not be able
to watch any of the children (aside from her own) as she will also coordinate ticket and
rental pickups or other issues as they arise. This club allows us to access Crotched’s
discounted rates on lift tickets, lessons, and rentals and we're so happy that we have such a
great turnout to take advantage of this wonderful opportunity.

LESSONS START AT 5:00 PM promptly and end at 6:00 PM . All children should get
their rental equipment by 4:30 PM to ensure they have plenty of time to put it on and get to
the lessons.

ALL PARENTS MUST PICK UP THEIR CHILD AFTER LESSONS unless prior
arrangements have been made with another parent. Please be ready to meet your child at
6:00 PM in the lesson area. If your child is 4th grade or younger, you as the parent are
responsible for your child even if they want to continue skiing or snowboarding after the
lesson.

GRADES 5 and OLDER - While we don't have enough parents to ski/snowboard with all
the groups of kids, there are usually 3-4 parents out there on the slopes with the kids
including Mrs. Petschik. Depending on the skill level of the kids, some of the St.
Joe's/OLMA kids ski/snowboard in small groups and/or the buddy system. Be sure to talk
with your child(ren) ahead of time about who they are going to ski/snowboard with if it’s
not you. Please also be sure that you are comfortable with letting your child on the slope by
themselves if they are not skiing with a group, although this is not advised. Never assume
they will have ski/snowboard partners so be proactive to find out how this will work best
for you and your child. The buddy system is always best ;0)

DINNER and/or SNACKS and drinks should be provided by the parent if the child needs
them. The cafeteria has many food options for purchase in the upper part of the lodge (still
credit card only as far as we know).

ALL PARENTS MUST PICK UP THEIR CHILD AT THE MOUNTAIN unless a
prior arrangement has been made with another parent or they are riding back in the
van. Cell service is very spotty at Crotched so make the arrangements ahead of time so
